Position Statement 
 To guard and patrol LTA properties including compound and buildings against fire, theft, vandalism 

and illegal entry.  

 

Duties & Responsibilities 
1 Examine doors, windows, gates and vehicles to determine that they are secure. 
2 Watch for and reports irregularities such as fire hazards, air conditions and lights, and security 

doors left unlocked. 
3 Observe and report departing and arriving personnel including visitors to guard against theft of 

authority property. 
4 Permits authorized persons to enter premises. 

5 Reports any emergency situations to proper agencies and appropriate manager 
6 Ensure that all Authority vehicles are parked in their parking places after normal working hours  
7 Record data of property damage including vehicles or unusual occurrences  
8 Receive telephone calls after normal working hours  
9 Collect rubbish in compound for disposal and maintain cleanliness where necessary 
10 Other duties directed from time to time
