4  Assist Senior & Principal Engineer Road Reserve in compilation of SWA Reimbursement claim 
assessment 

5  Assist in carrying out assessments of CSO’s (Community Service Obligation) and reporting  

6  Assist in carrying out DCA (Development Consent Application) assessments  

7  Assist on initiatives at the direction of the PPD Manager
